Some Ideas for AR Points

Our AR points for September were due this week. Each student has their own number of points to earn each month. These are tailored to their STAR testing that we completed the first week of school, so each student reads a leveled amount of points making this fair. This is the best program that we have found to increase reading comprehension and fluency, but students have to put the time in and read. But, several students struggle to pass the AR tests. Below are some things to try:


*Read in a quiet place


*Read aloud to yourself quietly, a parent, a pet, etc.

*Choose books in your ZPD level- each student has a zone written in their planner. Books should be within the zone. Too hard- you won’t pass the test. Too easy- you aren’t challenging yourself.


*Failed a test? Choose a book at the lower end of your zone or on a topic your already are familiar with to gain confidence.

*Take notes after you read each day or after each chapter. Notes CAN be used on the test. 

*Try a HARD picture book. There are several written at our level and even higher about war topics and ideas that are way too high for a regular children’s book. You’d be surprised how fun these are. Some topics to try: Gold Rush, Revolution, Pioneers, anything!! (

*Read at the right speed! You will be tested, so read slowly and carefully!

*Write unknown words in your notebook and look them up, learn what they mean and use them to increase your vocabulary.


*Stay positive and don’t procrastinate, or save your reading for the last week of the month!
